In addition to our work on the road itself,
we’re also pleased with the progress we’ve
made with the County in planning for new
walking and horse trails, Little League 
baseball fields and other recreational 
amenities, which we will build for the 
community as part of the project. Within the
next few months, you’ll see even more heavy
construction equipment on site as we really
get underway with grading and drainage
improvements and bridge construction. 

We’re excited to keep you informed of our
progress.

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Thanks to an innovative partnership between
the public and private sector, San Diego 
commuters will soon experience relief from
the bumper-to-bumper traffic on freeways and
surface streets in the South Bay. 

The SR 125 South project is moving forward
and by 2006, when construction is expected to
be complete, it will help ease traffic and shorten
commute times for San Diego residents who
live and work in the South Bay.  

Chula Vista-based California Transportation
Ventures, Inc. (CTV) is responsible for 
constructing the long-awaited expansion of 
the SR 125 South – building 12.5 miles of 

new freeway and toll road connecting SR 54 
to SR 905 in Otay Mesa.
